United States 6.90cm x 4.08cm x 11.43cm (2.72" x 1.61" x 4.50", W, D, H)

To achieve the best performance you should:

(often associated with low quality cables)

e Position your Kramer wall plate securely, and in a location that is
free from moisture and away from excessive sunlight and dust

4.1 WXL-1FM XLR Audio to Terminal Blocks Adapter

The Kramer WXL-1FM is a wall plate with male and female XLR connectors on
the front and terminal block connectors on the rear, as Figure 1 illustrates:

4.2 WXL-2F XLR Audio to Terminal Blocks Adapter

The Kramer WXL-2F is a wall plate with two female XLR connectors on the
front and terminal block connectors on the rear, as Figure 2 illustrates:
